NEW SECTION

WAC 220-310-19500R Freshwater exceptions to statewide rules—Lake Wenatchee.

Notwithstanding the provisions of WAC 220-310-195, effective July 20, 2016, one hour before
official sunrise, until further notice, it is permissible to fish for sockeye salmon in Lake
Wenatchee:

(1) Daily limit 6 sockeye, minimum size 12 inches in length.

(2) Selective gear rules and night closure in effect for all species.

(3) Anglers may fish with 2 poles so long as they possess a valid two-pole endorsement.

(4) Bull trout, steelhead, and Chinook salmon must be released unharmed without removing the
fish from the water.
