Compact Action

The Columbia River Compact agencies of Oregon and Washington met
today and took the following actions:

Treaty Indian Fisheries

Zone 6 Platform Hook and Line Fishery

Fish harvested after 6:00 PM March 3, 2010 in the Treaty Zone 6 platform hook and
line fishery and the Yakama Nation fishery on the Washington shore downstream of
Bonneville Dam may not be sold. Fishery will be open for subsistence purposes
only.

White sturgeon between 43-54 inches fork length in The Dalles and John Day pools
and white sturgeon between 38-54 inches fork length in the Bonneville Pool may be
kept for subsistence use.

Undersize and oversize sturgeon must be released unharmed.

Retention rules for other species remains unchanged.

No additional Compact/Joint State hearings are currently scheduled.
