DETERMINATION OF NONSIGNIFICANCE (DNS)

Name of Proposal: WASHINGTON DEPARTMENT OF FISH & WILDLIFE SUNSET
FALLS FISHWAY.

Description of Proposal:

This SEPA is for the placement of a temporary 227-24” release chute at WDFW’s Sunset Falls
fishway release site. Currently, WDF&W; TAPPS Division/Habitat Program is responsible for
the oversight and operation of the Sunset Falls trap & haul fishway. Fish are trapped at Sunset
Falls and hauled several miles upstream of Sunset, Canyon and Eagle Falls. Chinook (ESA
Listed), coho, pink salmon including Steelhead (ESA listed) and native char (ESA Listed) are
released back into the SF Skykomish where they have access to over 100 miles of habitat. In
recent years, high flows have eroded 350’ of the release site road. Last year, during high winter
flows, the site became unusable without installing sections of 22”°-24” diameter pipe over the
bank line to safely release the fish. As the level of the river stages (lowers & rises), sections of
the pipe will be added or removed by hand.
